Nursery Admissions Policy
Following the changes to the Manchester Maintained Schools admissions

policy from 2010, the Governing body of Brookburn Community School has

adopted the following policy.
· From September 2010 there will be one nursery intake per annum which will take place in September each year.

· The maximum number of admissions to the nursery per year will be 52.

· Priority will be given to those seeking full-time nursery places (5 days Monday – Friday) and the following criteria will then be used in the allocation of places.  
1) Children in Local Authority Care    
     2) Siblings of children already at the school 
     3)  Distance measured in a straight line from school

· The school reserves the right to negotiate induction arrangements with parents/carers where this is felt to be appropriate to the particular needs of the child concerned.

· Application forms are available from the school office and should be returned by March 31st.  Parent/Carers will be informed by April 30th if they have been successful. 

    All applicants must submit a completed application form, including         those where the child has a sibling already in the school.

Please note that a successful nursery application does not guarantee a

place in the main school.  This can only be secured by successful

application by the parent/carer to the local authority at the appropriate time.  
The governing body is NOT the admissions agent for the school.

There is no right of appeal against decisions made on Nursery entry.
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
