You may have heard via the national media that the NAHT and NUT has decided to campaign to end the SATs system in primary schools.  Recent ballot results have led to a national boycott of the Year 6 2010 SATs.

The Chorlton Primary Headteachers have made a collective decision to abide by this boycott which means our Year 6 children will not be taking the 2010 tests.
We realise that the children, staff and parents have worked incredibly hard and we appreciate that some may be disappointed.
In order to conclude their hard work this year we will be carrying out assessments to support their transition to High School.

All parents and children will receive accurate teacher assessments which will be reported to them at the end of the year.

All Chorlton schools have always conducted rigorous teacher assessments and we are confident that this effectively informs us of children’s progress and achievements.

What does this mean for my child?

· Teachers will continue to assess your child’s progress as they have done in years 3, 4 and 5

· Teacher assessment will be moderated

· Any testing will be properly used to underpin teacher judgements

· These assessments will provide you with accurate information on your child’s progress

· The end of year report will be sent to you as usual and will contain information on your child’s progress and tell you what national curriculum level he/she has achieved

· The school’s normal transition arrangements will continue and we will link with the teachers in the school that your child will be attending next year – Year 7 teachers will continue to receive accurate and up to date information
