Community work

The Chorlton Headteachers’ cluster have met to organise our first joint staff training day to be held on the  November 1st INSET day- Brookburn will be running courses on sustainability and becoming a Food for Life flagship school. Other schools will be hosting training on creativity, thinking skills, ICT and Assessment.
We have a new PSA, Mandy Roberts, who has already introduced herself to parents/carers during morning drop off times. She will be responsible for organizing coffee mornings for parents to come along to to find out more about curriculum areas, and she is also supporting parents with access to services in the community that may be of use to them. She has made an excellent start and already met with some families.
Our Autumn term parent consultations are now completed and this year the average attendance across the whole school was 96% with 8 out of the 15 classes having 100%. Thank you to all parents and carers for taking the time to come along; your support is very much appreciated.
 Intergen – promoting intergenerational work within schools. We already have our 1st Intergen volunteer helping out in school. We aim to increase the number of volunteers throughout the year.
Year 5 & 6 children also benefited from our Intergen work when they had a visit from 3 local war veterans. My thanks , on behalf of the children and staff of Brookburn, to John Clarke MBE, Les Pattison and James Mason who gave up their morning to come and share their first hand experiences with our children. These wonderful gentlemen arrived at school adorned with their medals and bringing stories and artefacts to show the children. They were extremely impressed with the children’s behaviour and their intelligence and enthusiasm when asking questions. The children are now hoping that they will come along to our senior citizen Christmas party in December.
Enrichment

Children in Early years and Year 1 classes have had some visitors come to talk to them about keeping safe on the road.

Year 2 enjoyed a series of sports themed lessons, courtesy of teachers and students from Chorlton High School.

Both Year 2 classes visited St Clement’s church as part of their current RE topic on Christianity. Later in the year they will be studying another major world faith, as do all classes.
Year 3 had a visit from some French footballers and were then invited to take part in a French themed football activity at Manchester City stadium.

Year 3 children have also been working with a music teacher from Chorlton High school. They have been thinking about Egyptian music as part of their current Ancient Egypt topic.

Children from Year 6 have completed their training in cycling proficiency with Bike Rite.
Year 6 have taken part in drama workshops led by Chorlton High.

 The children of Years 5 and 6 invited some local senior citizens into school to talk about life in the 1940s to enrich their current topic work.

 We were also delighted to welcome Corinna, a past pupil, into school to talk to our older children about Children’s International Summer Villages (CISV) for year 6 children and the work she has done in various countries.
